An unmarked legible original (or copy) of the full score, not just the instrument line, must
be provided for the adjudicator in English, clearly showing the title and composer of the
piece and the nominated instrument for performance.

Competitors are responsible for ensuring that music registered and performed complies with
General Rules and Conditions — all categories, section requirements, copyright and time limits.
Any competitor performing a piece that does not comply with all conditions for the section
entered will be disqualified™*.

Appropriate cuts may be made where necessary to accommodate time limits.

Competitors exceeding specified time limits will be disqualified*.

Competitors must play with accompaniment unless the work is specifically written for an
unaccompanied instrument. Competitors must provide their own accompanist.

Repeats are to be omitted. Time bars and da capos, where musically appropriate are acceptable.
*Disqualified competitors will receive adjudicator’s comments only, no marks will be awarded.
